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CASE STUDY #1:
GOODWOOD THEATRE AND STUDIOS

IDENTIFY GAPS AND BRING FRINGE TO YOUR AREA

In January 2020, new ownership took over Goodwood Theatre and Studios. They successfully applied for
funding from the Adelaide Fringe Artist Fund and the City of Unley to create a second performance space
at the venue for Adelaide Fringe 2022. The resulting pop-up space Victoria Lane hosted live music outside
during the festival season. Venue managers programmed artists to diversify the venue’s regular attendees,
offering young people and families a vibrant space to go outside of the CBD.

Prompt Creative Centre made its debut as an Adelaide Fringe venue
during the 2023 festival.

The venue offered a diverse range of performances, including magic,
comedy, theatre, and cabaret, each with its own distinct flavor. Alongside
its four dedicated staff members, Prompt Creative Centre also engaged
a team of passionate volunteers seeking to gain experience in show
production. These volunteers were provided with mentoring and free
access to the venue for their own artistic projects, promoting their
professional development.
